Teaching and Leo,m'mg

Teaching skaff ab Green Oaks PrimarH /t\caclemﬁ use a varieky of teach‘mg and learnmg
stHles in Design Technolo% lessons. Our Pr’mcipal aim is bo develop the Pupll‘s
knowledge, skills and understanding DT. We ensure that the act of researchmg and
making someHl’mg includes exploring and develop’mg ideas and evaluahng and

clevelop’mg work. This is encaPsulaked in their DT Joumal or in their Class Notebook.
We deliver this leough a mixture of whole-class keachlng and lndlvldual/group achivilies
lailored to the needs of our Pupils. Examples of high—qualltﬂ individual performances

and those clemonstrahng aspirahon and ambilion are used as models for other Pupils.

Teachers recognise that their Pupils have differ'mg abilihes, and these are lailored for
bg Provlding suitable learn’mg oPPorkunihes and match'mg the cha”enge of the task to
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the abililg of the child. A number of stroiegles can be ulilised bul may include the use
of seﬂ’mg of common lasks that are oPen—encled and can have a varietH Of responses;
seHing lasks with varHing clegrees of cha“enge; grouping Pupils of cliffer’mg abilities to

bring a range of skills to collaborative works and using additional adulls to suPPorL

Teachers encourage Pupils lo evaluale their own ideas and methods, and the work of
others, and say what Hleg think and feel aboul them whilst malnka'ming our school value
of resPecL We give Pupils the oPPortuth within lessons o work independenHH and
co“aboroﬁvelg, on a varietH of scales and on clifferent cha“enges.

English

DT conlribules fo the teachlng of English in our school bH encouro,ging Puplls bo ask
and answer queshons aboul the skarhng Po’mts for their work. Theg have the oPPortunikg
bo compare ideas, methods and aPProaches in their own work and thal of other Pupils,
and lo say whal H‘teH think and feel aboul them. Theg are encouro,ged lo develop their

sPeech and language bH us’mg subjeck sPechic ark vocabularg.

Humanilies

Throughouk hiskorg architeclure and deslgn has had an influenhal impack on how
societH is now. Within humamtﬂ kopics, DT links can be made to recogmse how
technolo% leough the yeors has changed. Local links can be fosterecl SO Pupils

understand how design has imPacked on their communiky and environment.

Maths

DT conlribules to the teachlng of mathemalics in our school bg glv’mg oPPortunlhes bo
clevelop the Pupil‘s understanding of shaPe and space leough work in bwo and three
dimensions. It clevelops the vocabularg of Poslhon, direclion and sHmmeer when
discussion models. DT also helps lo develop o} cleeper underskanding of measurement bH

using ibina real—life context.

ICT
We use ICT to suPPort art teaching when aPProPrlake. Puplls use devices o explore

shape, colour and Paﬂem in their work. Older Pupils collect visual 'mformahon lo help
them develop their ideas bg using dlgltal and video cameras o record their observalions.
Pupils use the infernel lo f’md out more about invenlions and designers. Theg have the

oPPor}unitg lo record exPlorahon on Producks leough historﬂ and the designers in their
Class Notebook.

The keachlng of DT offers oPPorkunlhes bo suPPork the social development of our Pupils
leough the way we exPect them to work with each other in lessons. Groupings allow
Pupils lo work togeHler and gives them the chance to discuss their ideas and feel’mgs
aboul their own work and the work of others. Their work in general helps them lo
clevelop a resPect for the abiliies of other Pupils and encourages them o collaborale
and co—operoie across @ range of achivilies and exPerlences. The Pupils learn fo resPeck
and work with each other and with adulls, thus clevelop’mg a belter underskandlng of
themselves. TheH also develop an understandmg of clifferenk times and cullures leough

Hlelr wor|< on invenhons, archikects ancl designers.

Assessmenk o,ncl Recordmg

Teachers assess Pupils‘ work in DT whilst observ'mg them working dur’mg lessons. Fronk
sheels for each unit are inserted into the Pupll‘s skelchbook and the Teacher can record
success us’mg the kriangle method of feeclbo,ck Feedback is most effechve when glven
verba“g bo Pupils ak the kime of the learning, however if writhen feeclback is recorded
then oPPortunihes for cha”enge and more critical Hllnldng should be considered.
Assessment is recorded on the DT Foundation Subject Tracker using numeric scaling
rePresento,hve of the feeclback trlangle. (I Leaming Inkention not achieved, 2 Leam’mg

Intention Parha”g achleved, 3 Learning Intention fU’HH achieved).
Over the academic year the Teacher will build o Prople of the Pupil as a designer and
